Danielle emphasised 
that the utmost confidentiality is essential during the search process. The MC thanked Danielle and the 
members of the Search Committee for all the work they  re doing 

The new Code of Conduct was distributed at the service on Sunday 22nd November, The 
Code would be a theme at a Sunday service in the new y ar, and would then be discussed with members of 
the MC after the service.

The MC agreed that there should be a weekly email shot to members, with reports of past and 
listings of future events; this would begin in February.
